The Registration numbers Forecast looks to provide information around changes to
numbers of registrants over time. Information around assumptions has been included
for each section where appropriate after discussion with members of EMT, CDT and the
Chief Executive. Note this has been updated in June 2014. Projected registrant
numbers further forward in time are necessarily based on less tightly constrained data.
The same information is also presented in the FAST format, a methodology suggested
by Mazars, to allow rapid determination of errors if they occur. Note, this does not
prevent errors occurring. The same parameters have been used in both models.

This report does not calculate income but is used as a basis for this process within the
Finance department. It also supports the Five Year plan.

- Where multiple modalities or divisions occur, a registration resulting from an existing register may have additional modalities or divisions applied via the Grandparenting route
However, the number of registrations does not increase when the applicant successfully applies, but has an additional modality or division listed.

- Predictions of applicants are difficult to delimit

- Phasing of applicants via the grandparenting route are based on previous trends but professional influences may cause large variances from the forecast

- HMTCM grandparenting application route starts on 1 October 2016 and open for 24 months.

- PHS grandparenting application route startds on 1 April 2015 and is open for 24 months.
